Church Policy 

Use of Our Church

We at First Assembly feel blessed to have the facilities we have and will be glad to allow use of the these facilities to the public.  We recognize that there are two categories of church usage outside of First Assembly sponsored services and events. These categories are 1) one time events such as weddings and 2) periodic, continued use such as by civic groups and other churches.  The terms and conditions for church usage are defined according to these two categories as follows:

Events

The church can be reserved for events as long as no other church activities are scheduled for that time period, and the event has approval from church leadership.  All church members and immediate family members of church members can use the church for events without paying a deposit or rental fee, with exception of the fellowship hall which can be rented for $125.  For others a rental fee of $125 is required for the sanctuary and a $500 fee for the fellowship hall prior to the event.  In addition, we ask for a $125 deposit for the sanctuary and a $500 deposit for the fellowship hall that will be refunded in full with in 10 days after the event, provided that the areas used comply with the cleanup checklist. The checklist will be given to the party renting the church.  A church representative will check the items on the list after the event.  The representative will also be responsible for assisting the party with church equipment used, lighting, and lock up.  Use of our piano and sound equipment can be arranged through the church rep. 

Recurring Use 

At First Assembly we feel that allowing use of our facilities to other churches, civic organizations, and others approved by church leadership is a way that we may serve our community, and is a part of being good stewards of what we have been given. For these occasions we ask for no rental fee. However we do ask that these groups abide by the same checklist as event users.  In case of continued disregard for the conditions of the checklist the church reserves the right to discontinue allowing use of the facilities to the group.
